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Never discard a gas canister unless its contents have been completely used up.
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Always check a gas canister for leftover gas before discarding it!
Check the canlster by shaking it and listening for a "swishing" sound.
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If you hear a swishing sound, there is still gas inside.
Use up the gas canister until the fire goes out.
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SbHhtET EBTTLIESLY, If you no longer hear swishing, discard the canister safely
by following the disposal laws of your localmunicipality.
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
